on Monday 26 April 2021 at 11 am to consider and, if thought fit, pass the following resolution, which will be proposed as a special resolution of the Company: -
That the provisions of the articles of association of the Company be altered by:-
(a)	the deletion of the existing provisions of paragraph (A) of article 1 and the insertion in their place of the following:
“(A)	to advance the health of and to relieve the needs of people suffering from long term conditions (including those people who live with deafness, hearing loss, sight loss and deafblindness) and of the elderly (hereinafter called “the beneficiaries”), in particular by bringing together voluntary organisations established for the relief of beneficiaries in a common effort to improve their care, treatment and management.”
(b)	the insertion of a new paragraph (C) immediately following paragraph (B) in article 1 which shall read as follows:
“(C) 	to advance the human rights of the beneficiaries and to promote equality and diversity in respect of such people including through the development of policy initiatives and establishing a dialogue with public sector and other bodies, in this regard;”
(c)	the re-lettering of existing paragraph (C) of article 1 as paragraph “(D)”.

providing (in either case) the instrument of proxy is received by the company at the relevant address not less than 48 hours before the time for holding the meeting; for the avoidance of doubt, in calculating the 48-hour period referred to, no account shall be taken of any part of a day that is not a working day.
